The National Institute of Open Schooling (NIOS) formerly known as National Open School (NOS)
was established in November, 1989 as an autonomous organization in pursuance of National
Policy on Education 1986 by the Ministry of Human Resource Development (MHRD), Government
of India.lt is the board of education under the Union Government of India.

NIOS is providing a number of Vocational, Life Enrichment and community oriented courses
besides General and Academic Courses at Secondary and Senior Secondary level. It also offers
Elementary level Courses through its Open Basic Education Programmes (OBE).Government of
India through a gazette notification vested NIOS with the authority to examine and certify
learners registered with it upto pre degree level courses whether Academic, Technical or
Vocational.

NIOS is a Governmental board of education, its headquarter is at Noida,Uttar Pradesh, India and
the official languages are Hindi and English.

To provide education to all segments of society under the motive to increase literacy.

To provide sustainable inclusive learning with universal and flexible access to quality school
education and skill development.

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Examinations

The NIOS is a national board that administers examinations for Secondary and Senior Secondary
examinations similar to the CBSE and the CISCE. It also offers vocational courses after the high
school. The public examinations are held twice a year in April-May and October—November on
dates fixed by the NIOS.

However, one is also eligible to appear through the On-Demand Examinations at Level and Senior
Secondary level in those subjects only in which candidates have taken admission in NIOS for
subject wise learning. Results of the public examinations are announced usually six weeks after
the last date of examinations.
